}Sport selection process introduced in May 
2008 for the 2010 Ontario Games

}Objective: òTransform the Games into a cost 
efficient and in demand high performance 
competition that attracts the best young 
athletes in Ontarioó

}Releasing 2012 Ontario Winter Games sport 
selection process taking into consideration 
feedback from PSOs.



}ParaSport Games underwent a review, 
completed in December 2008.

}Review identified that sports from Ontario 
ParaSport Games should be integrated into 
Ontario Summer and Winter Games.

}Determined that best method would be 
voluntary integration.

}Encourage P/MSOs to take part in the 
application process



}PSO/MSO have to be formally recognized by 
the Ministry of Health Promotion

}Have a sport in 2013 or 2015 Canada Games; 
2012 or 2014 Olympic/ Paralympic Games

OR

}Recognized PSO/MSO that is eligible for 
annual Base Funding from MHP



}Each sport participating in the 2010 Ontario 
Games will be evaluated.

}The results of the evaluation will be taken 
into consideration during the 2012 sport 
selection process

}Core sports can be downgraded to Optional 
Sports through evaluation

}Optional Sports can be upgraded to Core 
Sports through evaluation and 2012 
application



}Core Sports in the 2010 Ontario Winter 
Games will maintain their status if all terms 
and conditions are met.

}If a Core Sport does not meet all the terms 
and conditions, could be downgraded to 
Optional Sport.

}If downgraded to Optional, would be required 
to complete application.

}Sports will be notified by April 7, 2010 as to 
whether they maintain their Core status.



}ALL Optional Sports must complete 
application process from Games to Games

}Through application process one of the 
following will happen:

Upgraded to Core Sport Status

Maintain Optional Sport Status

Downgraded ðremoved from Ontario 
Games Program



}All new sports that were not in the 2010 
Ontario Winter Games must submit an 
application

}All new sports that are accepted into the 
2012 Ontario Winter Games will be 
designated Optional status

}Opportunity to upgrade to Core Sport in 2014 
based on evaluation and application.
